Bareilly International University Ordinance for PG Programs in Medical Sc.

Ordinance for PG Programs in Medical Sciences
1. Scope

This ordinance shall apply to the program leading to Postgraduate Degree and Diploma: Doctor
of Medicine / Master of Surgery/ PG Diploma in various specialties.

. The various clauses of this ordinance of the program are subject to provisions and circulars

notified by Medical Council of India.

Any change / revision/ modification as well resolution passed / circular issued by the Medical
Council of India, shall be incorporated as such by this University with immediate effect.

2. Eligibility for Admission:

A candidate who has passed final year M.B.B.S. examination after pursuing a study in a medical
college recognised by the Medical Council of India, and has completed one year compulsory
rotatory internship in a teaching Institution or other Institution recognised by the Medical
Council of India, and has obtained permanent registration of any State Medical Council shall be
eligible for admission.

. A candidate seeking admission shall be subject to guidelines and directives of Medical Council

-of India, State/ Center government issued from time to time.
3. Admission: '

Admission to MD/ MS/ PG diploma shall be made through counseling based on merit of
National eligibility cum Entrance Test (NEET) conducted by National Board of Examinations
(NBE) established by Government of India, New Delhi and in accordance of State/Central
Government directives issued from time to time.

. Last date of admission shall be as per the Government / Medical Council of India.

4. Program Duration:

a. M.D/M.S Degree Courses : The course duration shall be 3 academic years consisting of 6
academic terms.

b. Diploma courses: The course duration shall be 2 academic years consisting of4 academic
terms.

S. Annual Intake
The number of students to any of these programmes shall be admitted as approved by the

executive council of the university subject to maximum seats sanctioned by the Medical
Council of India.

6. Medium of Instruction
The medium of instruction, study and examination shall be English.
7. Attendance:

A student is required to attend a minimum of 80% of the training during each academic
year.Each year shall be taken as a unit for the purpose of calculating attendance; Provided
further, leave of any kind shall not be counted as part of academic term without prejudice to
minimum 80% attendance of training period every year.

A student pursuing degree/diploma course should work in the concerned department for the full
period as a full time student.
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Every student shall attend symposia, seminars, conferences, journal review meetings, grand
rounds, CPC, case presentation, clinics and lectures during each year as prescribed by the
department and not absent himself/ herself from work without valid reasons.

No candidate is permitted to engage in any clinic/laboratory/nursing home during the study period.

Any student who fails to complete the course in the manner stated above shall not be
permitted to appear for the University Examinations.

8. Organization of the Program

The PG program shall follow residency pattern of training with graded responsibilities in the
management and treatment of patients. It includes involvement in laboratory and experimental
work, and research studies.

. A student pursing PG in basic medical sciences shall be posted to allied and relevant clinical

departments and the student pursuing PG in clinical subject shall be posted to basic medical
sciences and allied specialty departments, as and when required.

Each student shall be involved in all facets of educational process of under graduate.

. He/ she is essentially required to participate in the teaching and training program of

undergraduate students and shall take part in seminars, group discussions, grand rounds, case
demonstration, clinics, journal review meetings, CPC and clinical meetings.

MS/ MD student shall have to submit their thesis six month before the theory examination.

A student is required to maintain a log book which shall be scrutinized at regular interval by the
Head of the Department and certify the work done. Duly certified by the Head of the
Department, Log books shall be submitted for the scrutiny to the board of examiners at the time
of the University Practical Examination, if asked for by the board of examiners or MCI
inspector/ assessor.

. During the course, PG student has to present one poster and to read one paper at a national

/state conference and to prepare and publish one research article which should be
published/accepted for publication during the period of his/her postgraduate studies.

9. Syllabi

The syllabi of the respective program shall contain scheme and detailed contents as prescribed
by Medical Council of India duly approved by Board of study and academic council. For each
program syllabus shall be published separately and shall incorporate modifications/ changes as
and when notified by Medical Council of India.

10. Program Curriculum

a. The PG program approach is based on learning experience derived from and targeted to the

needs of the community and involves modular approach for achieving a systematic exposure to
the various areas concerned with a discipline. The major components of the Postgraduate
curriculum are:

Theoretical knowledge

Practical and clinical skills

Writing Thesis / Research articles.

Attitudes including communication skills. _
Training in research methodology, medical ethics and Medico-legal aspects
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MS/ MD program curriculum consists of thesis, theory examination and practical / clinical and
oral examination and PG Diploma program curriculum shall consist of theory examination and
practical / clinical and oral examination.

e Thesis:

Students shall work on an assigned research project under the guidance of a recognized PG
Teacher and the result shall be submitted in the form of a Thesis.

e Theory:

For MS/ MD program, there shall be four theory papers including one on Basic Medical
Sciences and one on recent advances/ developments.

For PG Diploma, there shall be three theory papers including one paper on Basic Medical
Sciences.

e Clinical / Practical

For the subjects in Clinical Sciences, clinical examination shall be based onlong case and
short cases.

For the subjects in Basic Medical Sciences, practical examination shall be conducted based
on the experimental/Laboratory studies relevant to his subject.

e Oral: The Oral examination shall relate to subject, investigative procedures, therapeutic
technique and other aspects of the specialty. - F

11. Evaluation Scheme

A student performance shall be evaluated through University examinations — theory, practical/
clinical and oral examination. The evaluation scheme shall be governed by program syllabus in
line with directives and prescribed by Medical Council of India and shall incorporate
modifications/ changes as and when notified by Medical Council of India.

12. Examiners

The external and internal examiners should be recognized PG teachers in the concerned subj ect
having requisite experience as per MCI guidelines and regulations.

For each subject there shall be a panel of four examiners consisting of two external and two
internal examiners.

In exceptional circumstances examinations may be held with three examiners if two of them are
external and Medical council of India is intimated with the justification of such examination,
however result in such case shall be published with the approval of Medical council of India.

An examiner shall ordinarily be appointed for not more than two consecutive terms.

The internal examiner in a subJ ect shall not accept external examiner ship from a college from
which external examiner is appointed in his subject.

The thesis shall be examined by a minimum of three examiners; one internal and two external
examiners, who shall not be the examiners for Theory and practical/ clinical examination.

The maximum number of candidates for practical/clinical and viva-voce examination shall be-
- MD /MS Course: Maximum of 6 per day

- Diploma Course: Maximum of 8 per day
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13. Thesis Synopsis

P G Student shall have to submit thesis synopsis duly approved by Ethical committee and
Research committee within 6 months of admission to University for approval of Board of
study.

The essence of topic selection shall be its feasibility within available time frame and resources.
The thesis work must be confirming to the approved Synopsis.

The protocol of the thesis synopsis shall be as under-

It is to be prepared on A4 size paper in double space using Times New Roman font of size 12
with 1” margin both side duly justified format. The document should restrict to 15 pages and to
be submitted in four copies.

14. Examination

The examination for M.D / ML.S courses shall be held during the end period of three academic years
(six academic terms) and for the diploma courses shall be held during the end period of two
academic years (four academic terms).

. The university shall conduct two examinations in a year at an interval of four to six months

between the two examinations.

The theory part of examination will be held well in advance of the Practical/Clinical
examination, so that the answer books can be assessed before the commencement of the
Practical / Clinical and oral examination.

For MS/ MD program, thesis shall be submitted at least six months before the theory and
Clinical / practical examination.

15. Qualifying Standards

A PG student shall be allowed to appear for the Theory and Practical/Clinical examination: only
after the acceptance of the Thesis by the examiners.

- A PG student shall have presented one poster and read one paper at a national /state conference

and published/accepted for publication one research article during the period of his/her
postgraduate studies, to make him/her eligible for appearing university examination.
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¢. A student securing less than 50% of marks shall be declared to have failed in that examination.
Failed student shall have to appear in any subsequent examination upon payment of fresh fee.

16. Result

A student is required to secure not less than 50% marks in each (1) Theory and (2) Practical/
clinical and viva voce examination, separately.

17. Award of degree:

The student shall be eligible for award of MS/ MD/ PG Diploma degree on successful
completion of prescribed course of study and have been declared pass in final result.

18. Power to Amend the Ordinance

The ‘Academic Council’ shall have the powers to relax, amend any or all the provisions of the
Ordinances, subject to the approval of the ‘Executive Council’ of the University. However
amendment shall not be in contravention of guidelines and directives of MCIL.

Eligibility to appear in University Examination in respect of MBBS course students is as under :

Attendance :

> There shall be a minimum of 75% attendance in Theory and 80% in Practical/
Clinical for eligibility to appear for the examination in that subject. In subjects that
are taught in more than one phase — the learner must have 75% attendance in theory
and 80% in practical in each phase of instruction in that subject. There shall be
minimum of 80% attendance in family visits under Family Adoption Programme.
Each student shall adopt five families,

» If an examination comprises more than one subject (for e.g., General Surgery and
allied branches}, the candidate must have a minimum of 75% attendance in each
subject including its allied branches and 80% attendance in each clinical posting.

» Learners who do not have at least 75% attendance in the electives will not be
eligible for the Third Professional — Part II examination / NEXT.

Internal Assessment :

> Learners must secure at least 50% marks of the total marks (combined in theory
and practical / clinical; not less than 40% marks in theory and practical separately)
for internal assessment in a particular subject in order to be eligible for appearing
at the final University examination of that subject. Internal assessment marks will
reflect as separate head of passing at the summative examination.

CHAPTER1
GENERAL CONSIDERATIONS AND TEACHING APPROACH
1. Introduction

The provisions contained in Part II of these Regulations shall apply to the MBBS course starting from academic year
2019-20 onwards

‘0. 2. Indian Medical Graduate Training Programme

The undergraduate medical education programme is designed with a goal to create an “Indian Medical Graduate”
(IMG) possessing requisite knowledge, skills, attitudes, values and responsiveness, so that she or he may function
appropriately and effectively as a physician of first contact of the community while being globally relevant. To
achieve this, the following national and institutional goals for the learner of the Indian Medical Graduate training
programme are hereby prescribed:-

2.1. National Goals
At the end of undergraduate program, the Indian Medical Graduate should be able to:

(a) Recognize “health for all” as a national goal and health right of all citizens and by undergoing training
for medical profession to fulfill his/her social obligations towards realization of this goal.

(b) Learn every aspect of National policies on health and devote her/him to its practical implementation.

(c) Achieve competence in practice of holistic medicine, encompassing promotive, preventive, curative and
rehabilitative aspects of common diseases.

(d) Develop scientific temper, acquire educational experience for proficiency in profession and promote
healthy living.

(e) Become exemplary citizen by observance of medical ethics and fulfilling social and professional
obligations, so as to respond to national aspirations.

i) 2.2. Institutional Goals

(1) In consonance with the national goals each medical institution should evolve institutional goals to
define the kind of trained manpower (or professionals) they intend to produce. The Indian Medical
Graduates coming out of a medical institute should: :

(a) be competent in diagnosis and management of common health problems of the individual and the
community, commensurate with his/her position as a member of the health team at the primary,
secondary or tertiary levels, using his/her clinical skills based on history, physical examination and
relevant investigations.

(b) be competent to practice preventive, promotive, curative, palliative and rehabilitative medicine in
respect to the commonly encountered health problems.

(c) appreciate rationale for different therapeutic modalities; be familiar with the administration of
“essential medicines” and their common adverse effects.
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(d) be able to appreciate the socio-psychological, cultural, economic and environmental factors affecting
health and develop humane attitude towards the patients in discharging one's professional
responsibilities.

(e) possess the attitude for continued self learning and to seek further expertise or to pursue research in any
chosen area of medicine, action research and documentation skills.

(f) be familiar with the basic factors which are essential for the implementation of the National Health
Programmes including practical aspects of the following:

@) Family Welfare and Maternal and Child Health (MCH)

(ii)  Sanitation and water supply :

(iii) Prevention and control of communicable and non-communicable diseases
(iv) Immunization

(v)  Health Education

(vi) Indian Public Health Standards (IPHS), at various levels of service delivery
(vii) Bio-medical waste disposal

(viii) Organizational and/or institutional arrangements.

(g) acquire basic management skills in the area of human resources, materials and resource management
related to health care delivery, hospital management, inventory skills and counseling.

(h) be able to identify community health problems and learn to work to resolve these by designing,
instituting corrective steps and evaluating outcome of such measures.

(i) be able to work as a leading partner in health care teams and acquire proficiency in communication
skills.

() be competent to work in a variety of health care settings.

(k) have personal characteristics and attitudes required for professional life such as personal integrity, sense
of responsibility and dependability and ability to relate to or show concern for other individuals.

2) All efforts must be made to equip the medical graduate to acquire the skills as detailed in Table 11
Certifiable procedural skills — A Comprehensive list of skills recommended as desirable for Bachelor
of Medicine and Bachelor of Surgery (MBBS) — Indian Medical Graduate.

2.3. Goals and Roles for the Learner

In order to fulfil the goal of the IMG training programme, the medical graduate must be able to function in the
following roles appropriately and effectively:-

2.3.1. Clinician who understands and provides preventive, promotive, curative, palliative and holistic care with
compassion.

2.3.2. Leader and member of the health care team and system with capabilities to collect analyze, synthesize and
communicate health data appropriately.

2.3.3. Communicator with patients, families, colleagues and community.
23.4. Lifelong learner committed to continuous improvement of skills and knowledge.

23.5. Professional, who is committed to excellence, is ethical, responsive and accountable to patients,
community and profession.

3. Competency Based Training Programme of the Indian Medical Graduate

Competency based learning would include designing and implementing medical education curriculum that focuses on
the desired and observable ability in real life situations. In order to effectively fulfil the roles as listed in clause 2, the
Indian Medical Graduate would have obtained the following set of competencies at the time of graduation:

Demonstrate ability to perform a physical examination that is contextual to gender, social and
economic status, patient preferences and values.

Demonstrate effective - clinical problem solving, judgment and ability to interpret and integrate
available data in order to address patient problems, generate differential diagnoses and develop
individualized management plans that include preventive, promotive and therapeutic goals.

Maintain accurate, clear and appropriate record of the patient in conformation with legal and
administrative frame works.

Demonstrate ability to choose the appropriate diagnostic tests and interpret these tests based on
scientific validity, cost effectiveness and clinical context.

Demonstrate ability to prescribe and safely administer appropriate therapies including nutritional
interventions, pharmacotherapy and interventions based on the principles of rational drug therapy,
scientific validity, evidence and cost that conform to established national and regional health
programmes and policies for the following:

4. Broad Outline on training format

4.1.

In order to ensure that training is in alignment with the goals and competencies listed in sub-clause 2 and 3

above:

4.1.1 There shall be a "Foundation Course" to orient medical learners to MBBS programme, and provide them

with requisite knowledge, communication (including electronic), technical and language skills.

The curricular contents shall be vertically and horizontally aligned and integrated to the maximum
extent possible in order to enhance learner’s interest and eliminate redundancy and overlap.

Teaching-learning methods shall be learner centric and shall predominantly include small group
learning, interactive teaching methods and case based learning.

Clinical training shall emphasize early clinical exposure, skill acquisition, certification in essential
skills; community/primary/secondary care-based learning experiences and emergencies.

Training shall primarily focus on preventive and community based approaches to health and disease,
with specific emphasis on national health priorities such as family welfare, communicable and non-
communicable diseases including cancer, epidemics and disaster management.

4.1.6.  Acquisition and certification of skills shall be through experiences in patient care, diagnostic and skill
laboratories.

4.1.7.  The development of ethical values and overall professional growth as integral part of curriculum shall
be emphasized through a structured longitudinal and dedicated programme on professional
development including attitude, ethics and communication.

4.1.8. Progress of the medical learner shall be documented through structured periodic assessment that
includes formative and summative assessments. Logs of skill-based training shall be also maintained.

4.2. Appropriate Faculty Development Programmes shall be conducted regularly by institutions to facilitate
medical teachers at all levels to continuously update their professional and teaching skills, and align
their teaching skills to curricular objectives.

CHAPTER IV
PHASE WISE TRAINING AND TIME DISTRIBUTION FOR PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT

The Competency based Undergraduate Curriculum and Attitude, Ethics and Communication (AETCOM) course, as
published by the Medical Council of India and also made available on the Council’s website, shall be the curriculum for
the batches admitted in MBBS from the academic year 2019-20 onwards.

Provided that in respect of batches admitted prior to the academic year 2019-20, the governing provisions shall
remain as contained in the Part I of these Regulations.

7. Training period and time distribution:

7.1. Every learner shall undergo a period of certified study extending over 4 % academic years, divided into nine
semesters from the date of commencement of course to the date of completion of examination which shall be
followed by one year of compulsory rotating internship.

7.2. Each academic year will have at least 240 teaching days with a minimum of eight hours of working on each day
including one hour as lunch break.

7.3. Teaching and learning shall be aligned and integrated across specialties both vertically and horizontally for
better learner comprehension. Learner centered learning methods should include problem oriented learning, case
studies, community oriented learning, self- directed and experiential learning.

7.4. The period of 4 ¥4 years is divided as follows:

7.4.1 Pre-Clinical Phase [(Phase I) - First Professional phase of 13 months preceded by Foundation Course of
one month]: will consist of preclinical subjects — Human Anatomy, Physiology, Biochemistry,
Introduction to Community Medicine, Humanities, Professional development including Attitude, Ethics
& Communication (AETCOM) module and early clinical exposure, ensuring both horizontal and vertical
integration.

7.4.2 Para-clinical phase [(Phase II) - Second Professional (12 months)]: will consist of Para-clinical subjects
namely Pathology, Pharmacology, Microbiology, Community Medicine, Forensic Medicine and
Toxicology, Professional development including Attitude, Ethics & Communication (AETCOM) module
and introduction to clinical subjects ensuring both horizontal and vertical integration.
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The clinical exposure to learners will be in the form of learner-doctor method of clinical training in all
phases. The emphasis will be on primary, preventive and comprehensive health care. A part of training
during clinical postings should take place at the primary level of health care. It is desirable to provide
learning experiences in secondary health care, wherever possible. This will involve:

(a) Experience in recognizing and managing common problems seen in outpatient, inpatient and
emergency settings,

(b) Involvement in patient care as a team member,
(c) Involvement in patient management and performance of basic procedures.
7.4.3 Clinical Phase — [(Phase III) Third Professional (28 months)]

(@) Part I (13 months) - The clinical subjects include General Medicine, General Surgery, Obstetrics &
Gynaecology, Pediatrics, Orthopaedics, Dermatology, Otorhinolaryngology, Ophthalmology,
Community Medicine, Forensic Medicine and Toxicology, Psychiatry, Respiratory Medicine,
Radiodiagnosis & Radiotherapy and Anaesthesiology & Professional development including
AETCOM module.

(b) Electives (2 months) - To provide learners with opportunity for diverse learning experiences, to do
research/community projects that will stimulate enquiry, self directed experimental learning and
lateral thinking [9.3].

(c) PartII (13 months) - Clinical subjects include:

i. Medicine and allied specialties (General Medicine, Psychiatry, Dermatology Venereology and
Leprosy (DVL), Respiratory Medicine including Tuberculosis)

ii. Surgery and allied specialties (General Surgery, Orthopedics [including trauma]), Dentistry,
Physical Medicine and rehabilitation, Anaesthesiology and Radiodiagnosis)

iii. Obstetrics and Gynecology (including Family Welfare)
iv. Pediatrics
v. AETCOM module

7.5 Didactic lectures shall not exceed one third of the schedule; two third of the schedule shall include interactive
sessions, practicals, clinical or/and group discussions. The learning process should include clinical
experiences, problem oriented approach, case studies and community health care activities.

The admission shall be made strictly in accordance with the statutory notified time schedule towards the
same.

7.6  Universities shall organize admission timing and admission process in such a way that teaching in the first
Professional year commences with induction through the Foundation Course by the 1* of August of each year.

(i) Supplementary examinations shall not be conducted later than 90 days from the date of declaration of the
results of the main examination, so that the learners who pass can join the main batch for progression and
the remainder would appear for the examination in the subsequent year.

(ii) A learner shall not be entitled to graduate later than ten (10) years of her/his joining the first MBBS
course.

7.7 No more than four attempts shall be allowed for a candidate to pass the first Professional examination. The total
period for successful completion of first Professional course shall not exceed four (4) years. Partial attendance
of examination in any subject shall be counted as an attempt.

7.8 A learner, who fails in the second Professional examination, shall not be allowed to appear in third
Professional Part I examination unless she/he passes all subjects of second Professional examination.

7.9 Passing in third Professional (Part I) examination is not compulsory before starting part II training; however,
passing of third Professional (Part I) is compulsory for being eligible for third Professional (Part II)
examination.

7.10During para-clinical and clinical phases, including prescribed 2 months of electives, clinical postings of three
hours duration daily as specified in Tables 5, 6, 7 and 8 would apply for various departments.

8. Phase distribution and timing of examination

8.1 Time distribution of the MBBS programme is given in Table 1.
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8.2 Distribution of subjects by Professional Phase-wise is given in Table 2.

8.3 Minimum teaching hours prescribed in various disciplines are as under Tables 3-7.
8.4 Distribution of clinical postings is given in Table 8.

8.5 Duration of clinical postings will be:

8.5.1 Second Professional : 36 weeks of clinical posting (Three hours per day - five days per week : Total 540
hours)

8.5.2 Third Professional part I: 42 weeks of clinical posting (Three hours per day - six days per week : Total
756 hours)

8.5.3 Third Professional part II: 44 weeks of clinical posting (Three hours per day - six days per week : Total
792 hours)

8.6 Time allotted excludes time reserved for internal / University examinations, and vacation.

8.7 Second professional clinical postings shall commence before / after declaration of results of the first
professional phase examinations, as decided by the institution/ University. Third Professional parts I and part II
clinical postings shall start no later than two weeks after the completion of the previous professional
examination.

8.8 25% of allotted time of third Professional shall be utilized for integrated learning with pre- and para- clinical
subjects. This will be included in the assessment of clinical subjects.

Institutions shall develop learning modules and identify the appropriate resource persons for their
delivery.

The time committed for the Foundation Course may not be used for any other curricular activity.

The Foundation Course will have compulsory 75% attendance. This will be certified by the Dean of the
college.

The Foundation Course will be organized by the Coordinator appointed by the Dean of the college and
will be under supervision of the heads of the preclinical departments.

Every college must arrange for a meeting with parents and their wards.

(¢) Understand the socio-cultural context of disease through the study of humanities.
Elements

(a) Basic science correlation: i.e. apply and correlate principles of basic sciences as they relate to the
care of the patient (this will be part of integrated modules).

(b) Clinical skills: to include basic skills in interviewing patients, doctor-patient communication, ethics
and professionalism, critical thinking and analysis and self-learning (this training will be ‘imparted in
the time allotted for early clinical exposure).

(c) Humanities: To introduce learners to a broader understanding of the socio-economic framework and
cultural context within which health is delivered through the study of humanities and social sciences.

Electives

Objectives: To provide the learner with opportunities:
(a) For diverse learning experiences,

(b) To do research/community projects that will stimulate enquiry, self-directed, experiential learning
and lateral thinking.

Two months are designated for elective rotations after completion of the examination at end of the third
MBBS Part I and before commencement of third MBBS Part II.

It is mandatory for learners to do an elective. The elective time should not be used to make up for missed
clinical postings, shortage of attendance or other purposes.

Structure
(a) The learner shall rotate through two elective blocks of 04 weeks each.

(b) Block 1 shall be done in a pre-selected preclinical or para-clinical or other basic sciences laboratory
OR under a researcher in an ongoing research project.

During the electives regular clinical postings shall continue.

(c) Block 2 shall be done in a clinical department (including specialties, super-specialties, ICUs, blood
bank and casualty) from a list of electives developed and available in the institution.

OR

as a supervised learning experience at a rural or urban community clinic.

(d) Institutions will pre-determine the number and nature of electives, names of the supervisors, and the
number of learners in each elective based on the local conditions, available resources and faculty.

Each institution will develop its own mechanism for allocation of electives.

It is preferable that elective choices are made available to the learners in the beginning of the academic
year.

The learner must submit a learning log book based on both blocks of the elective.

75% attendance in the electives and submission of log book maintained during elective is required for
eligibility to appear in the final MBBS examination.

Institutions may use part of this time for strengthening basic skill certification.

75% attendance in Professional Development Programme (AETCOM Module) is required for eligibility
to appear for final examination in each professional year.

Internal Assessment will include:

At least one question in each paper of the clinical specialties in the University examination should test
knowledge competencies acquired during the professional development programme.

(vi) Participate, under supervision, in procedures, surgeries, deliveries etc. of assigned patients
(according to responsibilities outlined in table 9),

(vii) Participate in unit rounds on at least one other day of the week excluding the admission day,
(viii) Discuss ethical and other humanitarian issues during unit rounds,
(ix) Attend all scheduled classes and educational activities,
(x)  Document his/her observations in a prescribed log book / case record.
(d) No learner will be given independent charge of the patient

(e) The supervising physician will be responsible for all patient care decisions

9.5.3 Assessment:

(@) A designated faculty member in each unit will coordinate and facilitate the activities of the learner,
monitor progress, provide feedback and review the log book/ case record.

(b) The log book/ case record must include the written case record prepared by the learner including
relevant investigations, treatment and its rationale, hospital course, family and patient discussions,
discharge summary etc.

(c) The log book should also include records of outpatients assigned. Submission of the log book/ case
record to the department is required for eligibility to appear for the final examination of the subject.

CHAPTER V
COMPETENCY BASED CURRICULUM OF THE INDIAN MEDICAL GRADUATE PROGRAMME
10. Specific Competencies

10.1. Preamble: The salient feature of the revision of the medical curriculum in 2019 is the emphasis on learning
which is competency-based, integrated and learner-centered acquisition of skills and ethical & humanistic
values.

Each of the competencies described below must be read in conjunction with the goals of the medical
education as listed in items 2 to 3.5.5

It is recommended that didactic teaching be restricted to less than one third of the total time allotted for that
discipline. Greater emphasis is to be laid on hands-on training, symposia, seminars, small group discussions,
problem-oriented and problem-based discussions and self-directed learning. Learners must be encouraged to
take active part in and shared responsibility for their learning.

The global competencies to be achieved by the learner are outlined above in Chapter 1- section 3. Since the
MBBS programme assessment will continue to be subject based, subject specific competencies have been
outlined. These have to be acquired by the learner in the corresponding professional year. These competencies
must be interpreted in the larger context outlined in section 3 and may be considered as “sub competencies” of
the global competencies. '

10.2. Integration must be horizontal (i.e. across disciplines in a given phase of the course) and vertical (across
different phases of the course). As far as possible, it is desirable that teaching/learning occurs in each phase
through study of organ systems or disease blocks in order to align the learning process. Clinical cases must be
used to integrate and link learning across disciplines.

10.3. Pre-clinical Subjects
10.3.1. Human Anatomy
(a) Competencies: The undergraduate must demonstrate:
1. Understanding of the gross and microscopic structure and development of human body,

2. Comprehension of the normal regulation and integration of the functions of the organs and
systems on basis of the structure and genetic pattern,

3. Understanding of the clinical correlation of the organs and structures involved and interpret
the anatomical basis of the disease presentations.
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(b) Integration: The teaching should be aligned and integrated horizontally and vertically in organ
systems with clinical correlation that will provide a context for the learner to understand the
relationship between structure and function and interpret the anatomical basis of various clinical
conditions and procedures.

10.3.2.  Physiology
(a) Competencies: The undergraduates must demonstrate:
1. Understanding of the normal functioning of the organs and organ systems of the body,

2. Comprehension of the normal structure and organization of the organs and systems on basis of
the functions,

3. Understanding of age-related physiological changes in the organ functions that reflect normal
growth and development,

4. Understand the physiological basis of diseases.

(b) Integration: The teaching should be aligned and integrated horizontally and vertically in organ
systems in order to provide a context in which normal function can be correlated both with
structure and with the biological basis, its clinical features, diagnosis and therapy.

10.3.3.  Biochemistry
The course will comprise Molecular and Cellular Biochemistry.
(a) Competencies: The learner must demonstrate an understanding of:
1. Biochemical and molecular processes involved in health and disease,
2. Importance of nutrition in health and disease,
3. Biochemical basis and rationale of clinical laboratory tests,

and demonstrate ability to interpret these in the clinical context.

(b) Integration: The teaching/learning programme should be integrated horizontally and vertically, as
much as possible, to enable learners to make clinical correlations and to acquire an understanding
of the cellular and molecular basis of health and disease.

10.3.4. Introduction to Community Medicine
(a) Competencies: The undergraduate must demonstrate:
1. Understanding of the concept of health and disease,

2. Understanding of demography, population dynamics and disease burden in National and
global context,

Comprehension of principles of health economics and hospital management,

4. Understanding of interventions to promote health and prevent diseases as envisioned in
National and State Health Programmes.

10.4. Second Professional (Para-Clinical)
10.4.1. Pathology
(a) Competencies: The undergraduate must demonstrate:
1. Comprehension of the causes, evolution and mechanisms of diseases,
2. Knowledge of alterations in gross and cellular morphology of organs in disease states,

3. Ability to correlate the natural history, structural and functional changes with the clinical
manifestations of diseases, their diagnosis and therapy,
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
